
SUBJECT:  Request for Transportation Working Capital Fund (TWCF) Department of Defense (DoD) 

                     Rate to Non-DoD Customers 

 

1.  INFORMATION.  The FY2015 National Defense Authorization Act (Title 10 USC, Sec 2642) 

authorized the SECDEF to approve the use of TWCF DoD rates for any element of the Federal 

Government outside the DoD; Foreign Military Sales customers; state, local, or tribal agencies; and, to 

DoD contractors when transporting supplies that are for, or destined for, a DoD entity.   SECDEF limited 

the approval authority to USTRANSCOM for shipments up to $20M annually for specific non-DoD 

federal customers (including state, local, tribal entities), and contractors transporting cargo for DoD when 

the approval is valid for no more than 1 year.  The total transportation in support of each FMS case must 

be less than $30 million in any one case and does not commit the DoD to provide such services past 

October 1, 2019.
